CRIME AT A GLANCE IN 2007 -Despite the fact that the
Cheverly Police Department was undermanned fos pdrthe
year, crime results for 2007 showed a positivedrdownward.
This is the second year in a row that the Departaed our citi-
zen partners have worked diligently to keep crimee down-
ward slope. Total crime was down 5%, but more irtgualy, vio-
lent crime was down 24% over the previous yeapdriicular, robberies wer
down almost 47% and B&E’s and vandalisms were da8# and 25% re-
spectively. In other crime news, there were no tetaes in Cheverly in 2007,
there was one arson (arrest made); carjackingsexdffenses remained un
changed (2/2); and, thefts and assaults had veajl srareases.

Not all the crime news is good, however, as velttuidts rose some 70% ov
the previous year (39/67). While there was no paldr pattern for vehicle
theft, there were some general observations abauttime. For example, th
majority of vehicles stolen were older model card &rucks (Chryslers and
Jeeps were a favorite) and more than half werevexed in Washington, DC
While many of the vehicles were taken for transptozh, a growing number
of these vehicles were stolen with the specifienihto be used in other crim

(i.e., robbery). An emerging pattern appears tthedact that a group of sust

pects travel together (probably in another stokehiale or by way of the Che
verly Metro) and steal several vehicles at one time
