I would like to invite everyone to the next C-
PACT (Cheverly–Police And Citizens To-
gether) meeting scheduled for April 12, 
2006, at 7:00 PM. This is an important meet-

ing that will be devoted to, among other things, prepara-
tion for C-PACT’s involvement in Cheverly Day. The 
group will have a booth devoted to providing public 
safety information to the community, recruiting resident 
partners, and explaining the mission of C-PACT and its 
various action committees. There will also be police 
displays, handout materials, and games. Please take the 
time to stop by this booth and meet with  your fellow 
Cheverly friends, neighbors, and C-PACT members. 
 
In addition to this C-PACT news, I would also like to 
inform the community that Denise Ryan and Jodi 
O’Connell have agreed to serve as President and Vice 
President respectively of our group. I would like to per-
sonally thank these “volunteers” for their spirit of com-
munity involvement and their commitment to the public 
safety of Cheverly.  C-PACT truly is a community/
police partnership that benefits all residents. 
 
I have occasion to read a number of Emails generated 
by Cheverly residents on any number of sites and blogs. 
While reading some of these Emails, I see a number of 
questions or problems presented that may have an im-
pact on public safety or concern specific issues that are 
occurring in the Town. If you have a public safety con-
cern, or if you would like specific answers to questions 
concerning crimes and other issues in Cheverly, please 
feel free to Email me at policechief@cheverly-md.gov. 
Give me a couple of days to answer or provide informa-
tion about specific incidents. Fear of crime is an issue 
that can be greatly reduced with accurate and timely 
facts. 
 
I am currently investigating the possibility of presenting 
a workshop on Women, Crime, and Self-Defense. This 
workshop would cover such areas as victimology, prob-
lem diffusion and resolution, and self-defense tech-
niques that work. This workshop would be spread out 
over several weeks to enhance skill building and to 
practice various methods of self-defense. More will be 
coming on this topic soon, but in the interim, direct 
questions, suggestions, and comments to my Email.  
 
Crime incidents have recently been at a 10-year low, in 
part because of diligent police work, but also because a 
great many residents have taken the initiative to report 

suspicious events and become involved with C-PACT 
and other community-action groups. Please take the 
time to call the Cheverly Police if you see anything that 
appears out of place. In an emergency, please call 9-1-1. 
For non-emergency calls, please call Communications 
at (301) 333-4000. Thanks in advance.    
 
The Cheverly Police Department has entered into an 
agreement with Hanson Arms and Cheverly Terrace 
Apartments to enforce trespass violations on either 
property. In most cases, violators will be advised of the 
law and given a written warning first. Subsequent viola-
tions may result in full custody arrests. This is just an-
other tool to reduce the presence of the illegal drug cul-
ture in our Town. 

Other Issues…….. 
1.   Each year, 500–600 people are injured in pedestrian 

accidents in Prince George’s County, which as the 
highest number of pedestrian deaths (111 in 2005) 
in the State. Children age 5–15 are at the greatest 
risk and most children are injured between 3:00 pm 
and 8:00 pm. 

2.   In 1997, Maryland changed the law to allow police 
officers to stop a motor vehicle for no reason other 
than non-seat belt use. The Cheverly Police Depart-
ment aggressively enforces seat belt laws. 

3.   The Town of Cheverly provides the same tax bene-
fits for vehicle donations as do other non-profit 
groups. Please consider the Town first when making 
your next donation. 

4.   To Learner’s and Provisional Driver’s License hold-
ers under age 18, please remember you cannot use 
any type of cellular telephone while driving a motor 
vehicle except for dialing 9-1-1 to report an emer-
gency.   

5.   The Police Department recently got a new batch of 
whistles. If you need one, please stop by the station 
or provide us with your address and we will put one 
in your mailbox. This is just another prevention tool 
against crime. 
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Spot Light on the Law: Maryland is a common law 
state, which means among other things, that our State 
forefathers developed a system of laws which they felt 
were fundamental to the safety and welfare of all peo-
ple. Originally, there were nine (9) common law felo-
nies in Maryland that are identified by the following 
acronym: 
[MR & MRS LAMB] Each of the letters of this acro-
nym stand for an individual felony.

2. Evaluate if a household pet food is also the source 
of a feast for other unwelcome guests now living in 
the yard or the attic.  

 
Recently the Public Works Departments phones have 
been ringing with questions regarding these critters 
throughout the Town.   
 
Please note the following excerpt from the Town’s 
Code.  Following this Town ordinance is one of the 
ways you will help protect your family, your neighbors, 
and your refuse container may not become a

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“Sec. 10-6. Garbage and trash receptacles and collec-
tion generally. 
In addition to recycling bins and other receptacles con-
taining recyclables each residence shall maintain a suit-
able metal or plastic container that is intact and without 
holes, not to exceed thirty-two (32) gallons' capacity 
covered with a tight-fitting intact lid,  for the storage of 
garbage and trash. The abovementioned recycling bins, 
recyclables, and containers shall, from 7:00 p.m. on the 
day prior to collection until 7:00 p.m. of the day of col-
lection, be placed at the curb or on the outside of the 
building and at a place which is readily accessible to the 
collector. If these bins, recyclables, and containers are 
kept on the outside of the building at any other times, 
they should be placed to the rear of the front building 
line and in the case of trash containers kept covered 
with a tight-fitting intact lid…….”
