CHEVERLY STORM DRAIN MARKINGS 
A number of years ago—perhaps as long as 15 years, 
Council considered and rejected a proposal to stencil all 
Cheverly Storm drains with “Save the Bay No Dumping” 
messages.  While we felt that the educational benefit of 
educating the public about the disastrous effects this ille-
gal dumping had on Beaver Dam Creek and the Anacostia 
River, there were many concerns about how the program 
would be implemented. For many of us on Council, chief 
among these concerns was the visual pollution the stencil-
ing created. We visited neighboring towns who had done 
stenciling and were surprised at how intrusive the blue 

paint was on so many drains. We counted up how often 
residents would see these messages on a street like Che-
verly Avenue and thought that it could be quite ugly.  In 
addition, Councilmembers had heard from other munici-
palities the stencils faded and degraded quickly and re-
quired maintenance to keep them from looking unsightly.  
Recently, a number of interested residents made a presen-
tation to the Council about the same program but with 
changes in the implementation that has eliminated all the 
negative aspects we were concerned about.  The educa-
tional aspect has been enhanced as well as these residents 
are to be commended for their creativity and hard work. 
After the presentation and several discussions at a number 
of Town meetings, the Council is prepared to vote in favor 
of the initiative.   The program can best be described by 
the article below submitted by Cynthia Robinson a mem-
ber of The Cheverly Conservation Alliance. Again, this 
will be voted on by Council at the July Town meeting.  
 
There are nearly 300 storm drains in Cheverly that flow 
into Lower Beaver Dam Creek, on to the Anacostia River, 
and then to the Chesapeake Bay. Unfortunately, in addi-
tion to allowing storm water to be carried away, the drains 
also collect trash and other pollution, including toxic 
waste, that are harmful to human health, wildlife, and our 
environment.

Nonpoint source pollution from storm drains (pollution not 
traceable to a specific source, such as a factory) also nega-
tively affect drinking water quality and recreation opportu-
nities, such as swimming and fishing. In addition, there are 
economic consequences. Drains and pipes clogged or dam-
aged by trash and toxic chemicals cost in time and labor to 
clean and to repair. 
 
Much of the pollution found in the Anacostia River comes 
from roads. Runoff from parking lots and roads carries with 
it pollution from our cars, litter from the streets, and items 
that are dumped in drains. On Earth Day 2006 alone, more 
than 31 tons of trash were removed from the Anacostia 
River (the most recent year for which data is available). 
 Because it is always more efficient and effective to 
stop pollution where it starts, the Cheverly Conservation 
Alliance (Cheverly Garden Club, Friends of Lower Beaver 
Dam, Progressive Cheverly Environmental Committee, and 
100 Friends of Wildflower Yoga) has proposed to purchase 
and install storm drain decals that warn about the negative 
impacts of dumping trash and other pollutants (oil, paint, 
chemical cleaners, and other toxics) into storm drains. The 
decals would indicate “No Dumping. Drains to Anacostia 
River.” The decals are small and unobtrusive (3 ¾” x 8” 
rectangle) in an attractive blue, green and white design. 
They also are easy to install and do not require trained staff 
or special equipment other than quality bonding glue.  
 The Conservation Alliance has recommended to the 
Town Council the installation of the decals at both the 
street level and sidewalk level at each storm drain in town, 
using the highest quality, most durable decals (12-year war-
ranty). Decals featuring a no-slip surface would be placed 
on the sidewalk level. 
 The Alliance would coordinate the application for 
grants to secure funds for the project, would order the de-
cals and supplies, and organize and facilitate volunteer 
groups to install the decals. The proposed project already 
has attracted broader community support. The Anacostia 
Watershed Society, Cheverly Girl Scout Troop, and Kids 
Care have volunteered to help install the decals. Beyond 
free labor, there would be educational benefit for the youth 
involved, as well as the opportunity for Girl Scouts to earn 
an environmental patch, and for local students to meet 
community service requirements.  
 Storm drain signage is an established method of in-
creasing awareness about nonpoint source pollution. The 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) recommends the 
use of storm drain markers for education and outreach, and 
many communities across the country have made them an 
important part of their anti-pollution campaigns. According 
the EPA, “the signs raise awareness about the connection 
between storm drains and receiving waters, and they help 
deter littering, nutrient over-enrichment, and other practices 
that contribute to nonpoint source pollution.” See 
www.epa.gov/nps/toolbox. 

  
The Town Council plans to vote on the proposed storm 
drain signage project in July. If approved, the project would 
be implemented once funds are secured from grants. The 
Town Council welcomes community input about the pro-
ject to inform their vote. Please contact your Councilmem-
ber with your feedback.

Be-
low is the proposed guidelines Council will be voting on in 
July. 
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B.    The Town Staff has the ability and responsibility to 
make appropriate editorial changes to all articles and/or 
submissions and to place them within the Newsletter in the  
most advantageous and cost effective manner. 
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III.  Exclusions and Restrictions: 

In order to preserve the purpose of the Newsletter 
for non-partisan community enrichment, governmental and 
public interest communications, the following Exclusions 
and Restrictions apply to all submissions with the excep-
tion of notices in the Community Bulletin section:            
A. Exclusions.  

Submissions by the following organizations and 
groups are not eligible for publication:                                
1. Partisan or political groups;                                    
2. Groups organized primarily for profit;                   
3. Private/family groups; and                                      
4. Fraternal or religious groups and organizations.                                                                                    

                                                                                
B. Restrictions                                                             
1.  The Newsletter does not publish advertising.         
2. The Newsletter does not publish political, partisan, 
or personal-cause submissions.                                            
3. The Newsletter does not publish religious submis-
sions.                                                                                    
4. The Newsletter does not publish personal fundrais-
ing solicitations for events or event sponsorship including, 
but not limited to, sales, auctions, raffles or games of 
chance involving money.                                                     
5. The Newsletter does not publish submissions 
which contain offensive language, advocate violence or 
unlawful activity, or pose a threat to public order.              
6. When a Town Committee or Official sponsored 
group submits an article to be published, the Town Staff 
reserves the right to add any information including a byline 
identifying the author.                                                          
7. The Town will publish an article on an event one 
time.  If there is available space an additional edition will 
be published upon resubmission of the article.                    
8. If an insert or page is requested by an organization 
or group and the Town agrees to print it as in the public 
interest, the costs of printing, folding and mailing will be

In a defined Community Bulletin section, the Town 

Newsletter will publish notices of events occurring at a spe-
cific time and place provided they are submitted by regis-
tered Town Organizations.  The Town will only consider 
registering an organization for such service if:                      
1. The general membership of the organization con-
sists of a minimum of eight members;                                    
2. The general membership of the organization con-
sists of at least 50% Cheverly residents;                      
3.          The organization has a lawful purpose which does 
not pose a threat to public order, to the safety of the public, 
or to the safety of any individual;                                             
4. The organization does not have as its primary pur-
pose marketing products or services or making a profit; and           
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To qualify as a Town Organization an authorized represen-
tative of the organization must submit to the Town Admin-
istrator a statement under oath setting forth, at a minimum: 
(1) the number of members of the organization, (2) the 
number of members of the organization who are Cheverly 
residents, and any other information regarding the above 
qualifications as well as any other information reasonably 
necessary to further the aim of this guideline.  By January 
30th of each year, a Town Organization must update the 
information required above to remain registered as a Town 
Organization.  The Town Administrator shall issue a writ-
ten notice or certificate evidencing the registration. 
 

The Town will attempt to publish all submitted 
notices by a Town Organization.  The number of notices 
which will be published may be limited on a first-come 
first-served basis to the extent of available space.  No event 
may be advertised more than two consecutive months prior 
to the event. 
 

All notices will be subject to a uniform standard 
font and limitation on number of characters set by the 
Town Administrator including a limitation on how many 
times that the Town will accept a notice for the same event.  
No notice may contain offensive language, advocate vio-
lence or unlawful activity, or pose a threat to public order.

I do apologize to anyone that was inconvenienced by 
the road closings for the “Cicada Crunch.”   
 
C-PACT Meeting: The next C-PACT meeting is 
scheduled for Tuesday, June 10, 2008, at 7:00 PM at 
the Police Station. We will be making our first video 
for presentation on the Town’s cable channel. We 
will also be updating residents on the crime picture 
in Town, talking about some special enforcement 
projects, and discussing the status of the grant appli-
cation for Town radios.  
 
C-PACT Website: I encourage every reader to visit 
the C-PACT website located at http://
cpact.squarespace.com. Police Department personnel 
visit this site everyday and the latest information is 
always available. In addition, I address the “Ask The 
Chief” Forum whenever there is a question posed 
and it is a good way to seek answers to questions at 
any hour.  
 
Overtime Enforcement Programs: The Depart-
ment participates in a number of overtime enforce-
ment programs funded by the Maryland State High-
way Administration (SHA). Current programs in-
clude “Click It or Ticket” (seat belt enforcement) and 
“Smooth Operator” (aggressive driving). The De-
partment maintains a zero-tolerance policy regarding 
seat belt violations and every seat belt violation re-
quires the issuance of a citation(s) by a Cheverly of-
ficer. Please ensure that you and all of your vehicle’s 
passengers wear seat belts at all times.   
 
Changes to the Ramp to US 50E: New changes to the 
US 50 Eastbound ramp from Landover Road include 
“rumble” strips, new arrow signs, and a speed camera-
oriented flashing sign that warns speeding motorists to 
slow down when approaching the curve at the bottom of 
the hill. I spoke with Darryl Mosley of the SHA, and he 
says that these significant changes should reduce acci-
dents. This is one of the highest accident locations in the 
northern part of Prince George’s County as most Che-
verly residents already know. Please drive carefully 
whenever you use this ramp

 ANIMAL ORDINANCE  — 
CODE VIOLATIONS:  
· Animals running at large. 
· Failure to pick up fecal waste when walking dog. 
· Excessive noise. 
· Unsanitary conditions on private property. 
· Confined in heat. 
· Failure to license a dog/cat. 
�� Failure to display license and/or current rabies tag. 

 
Don’t let your pets become a nuisance.  
Complaints from residents: 
�� Dogs running loose that have bitten residents. 
�� Dogs tied on porches that can reach mail carriers 
�� Dogs running loose that have attacked smaller 

dogs being walked by their owners. 
�� Owners walking their dogs that leave fecal waste 

in other people’s yards, on sidewalks, or in parks.   
PLEASE BE A GOOD NEIGHBOR:  
�  Your dog/cat must be SECURELY confined  so 

that it cannot escape from your property. 
�  Dogs must be on a leash strong enough to control 

the animal.  
�  Do not let your dog run loose in the parks. 
�  You MUST PICK UP after your animals. 
 
Also, Be aware that if you leave your dog at home 
alone with the windows open your dog may bark at 
everything and everyone that passes and become a 
noise problem for the neighborhood. 
 

NOISE — a friendly reminder — Please be 
aware that Cheverly has a noise ordinance.  Daytime 
hours are considered 8AM to 9PM for allowable 

noise from construction, or emanating from power 
equipment.  Daytime hours on Sunday begin at 9AM.  
It is unlawful, between 11:00PM and 8:00AM, to op-
erate radios, televisions, audio systems, etc. that cre-
ate noise in any way audible to others living nearby, 
or so as to disturb the peace and quiet of the 
neighborhood.   
 
 
PROPERTY MAINTENANCE —  Summer 
brings with it those dreaded outside chores; mowing 
lawns, trimming trees and hedges and general lot 
maintenance.  
 
 CODE VIOLATIONS: 
�� Allowing grass to grow over 8” in height. 
�� Trees and bushes in your yard which hang down 

and otherwise impede sidewalk traffic. 
�� Hedges and bushes over 3’ high which block the 

view at intersections. 
 
If you are cited for these (or any) lot maintenance 
violations, please correct them within the time frame 
given.   
 
In the case of non-compliance, the Town will have a 
contractor correct the violations and the property 
owner will be billed.  Please note that these charges 
can be $100 or more as well as carry a fine. 

RESIDENTIAL BUSINESS LICENSES 
 If you are currently operating a business out of 
your home, you are required to obtain a Town  
Residential Business License.   
 Home occupations are under (Chapter 9-of Town 
Code) and (subtitle 27-of the Prince George’s County 
Code) and do not include any retail business or trade, 
etc.   
 Town Residential Business Licenses are issued 
annually for the Fiscal Year (July 1 to June 30).  
Please call the Town Clerk at 301-773-8360 or stop 
by the Town Office to pick up an application form.  
The yearly business license fee is $20. 

CHEVERLY RENTAL LICENSES  
 All single-family, multi-family, and roomer rental 
dwellings in Cheverly are required by Chapter 5 of 
the Town Code to obtain a Cheverly Rental Housing 
License.   
 Licenses are issued annually for the Fiscal Year 
(July 1 to June 30).  Call the Code Enforcement 
Office at 301-341-1055 for an application.  The yearly 
rental license fee is $40. 
 
 
NOTE:  Failure to comply with Town Code 
licensing laws can result in a fine.

VACATIONS & HOME SECURITY:  
Residents planning to be away for vacations should 
call the Cheverly Police (301-341-1055) to arrange 
to have their homes checked while they are gone.   
The following items should also be checked to make 
sure your residence is safe and looks as much as 
possible like someone is there: 
�� Cancel newspaper & mail delivery or have a 

neighbor pick it up for you. 
�� Arrange for lawn care. 
�� Valuables should be stored, preferably in a bank. 
�� Store lawn mowers, bicycles, and lawn furniture 

inside. 
�� Lights inside the house should be set on a timer. 
�� Set telephone bells as low as possible. 
�� Shades and drapes should be drawn. 
�� Cars left in the driveway should be locked. 
�� Make sure smoke detectors are working. 
�� All windows and doors should be locked. 
�� Give your house key & itinerary to at least one 

friend or neighbor. 

YARD WASTE ——  (grass clippings, brush, 
leaves) are to be placed in CLEAR plastic bags so 
that the town crews can easily identify them.  Tree 
limbs, and brush are to be tied and bundled for easy 
pickup by the crews.   

Rocks, and dirt are not to be placed in 
these bags.  When black bags are used, 
we are forced to take them to the land-
fill where the cost is substantial com-
pared to the Western Branch yard waste 
facility.  These costs are an unnecessary 

burden to the Town. Please purchase the appropriate 
clear plastic bags and REMEMBER YARD 
WASTE IS ONLY PICKED UP ON MONDAY .  
Placing yard waste bags out any other day will cost 
you and your neighbors.
