BE AWARE OF LESS THAN HONEST 
HOME REPAIR AND LANDSCAPING 
COMPANIES – A Cheverly resident was recently 
scammed out of several thousands of dollars by an unlicensed, 
uninsured, and unbonded landscaper/tree removal “expert” who 
indicated that he had done work for other local residents. Before 
any Cheverly resident engages the services of any home im-
provement or landscape company, they should first check to see 
if these individuals are licensed as may be required by the State 
of Maryland, Prince George’s County, and/or the Town of Che-
verly. If you have any question as to whether you are dealing 
with a reputable company and/or individual, ask to see a license, 
a sales contract, and a list of past customers (with telephone 
numbers). If you still have any question, call an investigator with 
this Department.

Public Works has fine grade mulch, 
ground from leaves and yard waste 
brush, etc.  Contact the PUBLIC 

WORKS OFFICE to schedule a mulch delivery.  
They are open Monday-Friday from 7:30AM to 
4:00PM.   
The fee is $20 per delivery.  The Maximum for one 
delivery is two (2) scoops of the bulldozer.    If you 
have any questions call 301-773-2666. 
 
Public Works will keep a large mound of the mulch 
at the Town Park parking lot (near the ballfields) for 
residents to help themselves.  The Town DOES NOT 
provide wood chip mulch for residents.  Any mounds 
of wood chips in the parks IS FOR THE PARKS and 
is not available for residents to take. 
 
Public Works can only deliver mulch where there is a 
driveway or a safe place to back their dump truck and 
tip the load on the lawn.   
REMINDER: If you leave mulch on the lawn for very 
long—it will kill the grass beneath.

MISS UTILITY

Whenever you alter the ground in any way, 
the law requires that you contact Miss Util-
ity first.  If you don’t and as a result damage 
an underground line, you’ll have to pay for 
any repairs—and possibly face legal conse-
quences. 
Miss Utility will send out professional loca-
tors to your property to mark all buried lines 
that are owned by utilities indicating where 
it is not safe to dig.  Always contact Miss 
Utility first.  It’s free, simple and it’s the 
law. 

Summer is here and so is the 
“Asian Tiger”.   

REMINDER: 
Check your yard for ANY containers that 
can hold water.  Even the smallest amount 
of standing water (1 Tbsp.) can serve as a 
breeding site for the tiger mosquito.  The 
‘Tiger’ lays its eggs in these sites and they 
hatch within a few days of being flooded.  
Even small containers such as drinking cups 
can produce mosquitoes.   
Spray sheltered areas in your yard with an 
insecticide labeled for adult mosquitoes.
