Recently the County’s
Parking Authority hired new employees who mistakenly
started ticketing inside Cheverly’s boundaries. Chief R
shaw quickly contacted Bob Parker at the County Auth
ity who apologized for the mistake and asked Chief to ¢
lect all the tickets so they can be voided. Please bring
them in to Chief as soon as possible so all tickets can [
handled at one time.

Parking enforcement in Town is handled by our Code H n

forcement Officer or our Police officers. Inside of Towr]
they only ticket for the “wrong way parking” (parking faq
ing traffic) on Cheverly Avenue where it is specifically
prohibited in our Town Code. However this is County &
State law elsewhere so be forewarned when you park
Cheverly Avenue or outside of Town. Many residents
often park facing the opposite way depending on which
direction they are coming from and were surprised that
this is a violation. Chief says that generally speaking it
always safer to park with the driver’s side to the street
only Cheverly Avenue wrong way parkers will be cited
our officers.

Tles purchased were the smaller, lighter, Chevy Impalas.
However for a number of reasons, these weren't satisfac-
tory. The new Chargers are 4/8 cylinder cars and around
. town they operate on 4 cylinders saving gas and reducing
)@ollution. For higher speeds or long distance driving, they
X utomatically shift to the more powerful 8 cylinder. Chief
Iyand Council are also considering energy saving policy
gchanges such as turning off the engines rather than idling
When making traffic stops. In years past, this interfered
with radio contact but advances in technology have made
this a non-issue. The new cars are also less expensive ---
an added bonus!

recentlyobtained a $12,000 grant from the State of Maryfand
an innovative radio enhancement program. The gnamnies
pay for the purchase and installation of an upgtad®re pow-
erful Town radio system, to include a repeateresysthat boosts
the signal generated to the police station and patibe vehicle.
In addition, the grant pays for twenty (20) newtpbte radios
and accompanying desk chargers that are also cinlepatith
the Town radio system. The first enhancement walbdi the
transmission capabilities of the Department ang hel elimi-
nate a number of “dead spots” within the Town, thusducing
a much clearer signal. The second part is reatygam of the
system. The 20 portable radios will be distributedvarious
residents throughout the Town in any effort to makal-time
crime reporting a reality. From the comfort of themes, resi-
dents will be able to talk directly to patrol offic and report
suspicious circumstances, crimes in progress, amd Access to
criminal lookouts contemporaneous to the originadrg. In ad-
dition, these radios can be used to report emeygsitgations,
accidents, and other situations requiring a padicéire depart-
ment response. Resident participants will be chagpem central
criteria — location of residence or apartment, laften the resi-
dent is home, and interest level. Training will @mpany the
issuance of these radios, to include, basic ragivneunications
skills and etiquette, radio signal codes, genezaponse capa-
bilities, eyewitness identification procedures,ip®lradio rules
and regulations, and confidentiality.
